The Medical Assisting Certifcate Program uses a combination of classroom work, lab sessions and “on-the-
job” training to educate students in the necessary front and back-offce skills to become medical assistants. 
Students will learn how to record patient information, schedule appointments, assist physicians with 
examinations, and give patient injections and medications. Upon completion of this program, students are 
eligible to sit for certifcation from: AAMA for the CMA exam, AMT for the RMA exam, NHA for the CCMA 
exam, NCCT for the NCMA exam, and with AMCA for the CMAC exam.
